COLOURSCENE SNAPSHOT 5
	 LONDON COUNTRY BUS SERVICES 1977
For the fifth volume in this series the author turns his attention to the vehicles in the fleet of 

London Country Bus Services in 1977. This year was chosen because it was in many ways 
a transition year. Vehicles inherited from London Transport (RTs, RFs, Routemasters and 
AEC Swifts) were rapidly diminishing. New vehicles were arriving to facilitate economies 

necessary by introducing more one person operation (Leyland Nationals and a few Bristol 
LHs). Two surprise purchases were that of 15 new Bristol VRTs and 10 second-hand AEC 

Reliances from Barton Transport. The highlight of the year was the revamping of the Green 
Line network with the first deliveries of new leased AEC Reliance coaches bodied by 

Plaxton and Duple. Vehicle hires were still necessary and these are illustrated.  Since 
this book is about vehicles many of the 272 colour photographs are taken in garages 
showing the new vehicles or those nearing the end of their service with LCBS. This 

book follows the usual style with hardback colour covers.

The accepted definition of East Anglia is  
that it covers Suffolk, Norfolk and 
Cambridgeshire, however the Author has 
included the northern part of Essex 
principally the areas around Chelmsford, 
Braintree and Colchester where he spent 
summer holidays between 1975 and 1984. He depicts 
a wide range of buses and coaches ranging from 
Eastern Counties and municipalities, established coach 
operators and owner-operators with a few museum 
views and visits to the ECW factory. The smaller 
operators served the larger towns on market day 
supplemented by schoolwork. East Anglia is relatively 
flat so many fleets consisted of Bedfords or Fords for 
stage services; some second-hand double-deckers for 
school-work and coaches for day trips. As a result, the 
selected photographs depict a wide range of vehicles 
from this most interesting period in a region of England 
often overlooked by photographers and historians alike. 
This fourth book in the author’s ColourScene Snaphot 
series follows the style from DTS Publishing.

VP480	 Red & White Vol 1 - The Company, 
	 its Services and Vehicles to 1953	 £50.00

This book tells the first part of the history  
of this fascinating family-owned company. 
The book covers Red & White from its 
creation right up to its sale to the British 
Transport Commission (BTC) in 1950. 
This publication is profusely illustrated 
with hundreds of pictures of vehicles, tickets and 
timetables etc. A4 hardback.

VP490	 Preston Deepdale-History of a Bus Garage	£25.00
Regular Venture author Mike Rhodes  
explores the history of this famous address 
and this book is the result of a more than 
50 years fascination with the depot and its 
operations. Originally a horse tram 
operation, Preston commenced electric 
tram services from the newly built Deepdale premises 
in the early 1900s, and the depot housed all the facilities 
the tramway needed including the power station, along 
with the workshops and car sheds. Later converted to 
motor bus operation, the garage remains in use today 
and is the hub of the city’s Rotala operation.

VP466	 Ribble under Nationalisation 1969-1989	 £22.50
Ribble Motor Services was formed in 1919  
with its headquarters based in Preston. 
During the 1920s and 1930s the company 
rapidly expanded with the takeover of 
many smaller operators. The Ribble family 
grew to be one of the largest bus operators 
in the country and at its peak its operating area 
stretched all the way from Carlisle in the north to 
Merseyside. In this book Mike Rhodes outlines the 
services and vehicles operated by Ribble, and its 
subsidiaries, following the formation of the National 
Bus Company on 1st January 1969 through to its 

eventual takeover by Stagecoach on 21st April 1989. 
Profusely illustrated the book looks at each of Ribble’s 
geographical operating areas in turn and records how 
established route patterns were radically changed with 
the advent of minibuses in the post-deregulation era. 
Ribble was slimmed down to nearly half its original size 
by 1986, making it easy pickings for one of the 
expanding operators to buy out, consigning Ribble to 
the history books.

VP484	 Hallmark Coaches	 £20.00
Back in 1968 Eric Atkinson teamed up with  
local businessman John Barnett to start a 
chauffeur-car company for transporting 
airline crews. Atkinson wanted his young 
son, Mark, to be referenced in the 
company name and as they were aiming 
for a quality service ‘Hallmark’ became the obvious 
identity for the new operation. It was eventually to 
become one of the most highly regarded brands in 
luxury coach travel. This book tells the fascinating story 
of this coach company.

VP421	 The Regenerative Braking Story	 £30.00
Developed as a means of saving electricity,  
and thereby reducing operating costs, 
regeneration was banned after an accident 
between two tramcars in Rawtenstall in 
1911. Trolleybuses developed the concept, 
not being included in the ban. Although it 
took the modern technology of the 1990s to perfect it, 
the story of the years between is quite fascinating. An 
unusual book representing a lifetime’s work for the 
author and telling a hitherto little-known story - most 
attractively designed to create a readable and very 
collectable, limited edition volume. Well illustrated with 
photographs, charts and diagrams and as up-to-date 
as November 2006. Hardback, 208 pages, 140 photos 
and illustrations.

VP489	 Twilight Years of Manchester
	 Corporation Transport	 £18.00

Martin Ford joined Manchester Corporation  
Transport Department in August 1964 as 
a junior clerk in the Claims Department, 
rising up through the ranks as Manchester 
Corporation Transport passed to SELNEC 
Passenger Transport Executive in 
November 1969, and remaining in that same 
department when SELNEC transferred to Greater 
Manchester Passenger Transport Executive in 1974 
and then to GM Buses Limited to become Litigation 
Manager by the time in new moved to a similar role at 
MANWEB in 1990, then going on to form his own 
accident investigation company dealing with bus 
accidents on behalf of various clients, but principally 
for the in-house insurers of Stagecoach. This 
fascinating insight into Manchester Corporation 
Transport Department during its final years reveals 
some of the interesting inner most workings before they 
are forever lost in the passing years of change. 
Illustrated throughout with memories of Martin’s time 
in Manchester and showing a number of behind the 
scenes incidents.

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VP406	 A Lifetime on the Buses	 £20.00

Covering almost half a century, this is the  
story of one man’s, slightly unusual, career 
in the transport industry. From working in 
the home counties with the largest bus 
operator in the country, to employment 
with one of the legendary family 
Independent operators in Yorkshire, the narrative traces 
the contrast between large and small in the bus 
industry, at the same time following in parallel the 
development of two major enthusiasts’ organisations 
over the last 40 years, namely the Doncaster Omnibus 
& Light Rail Society and the British Trolleybus Society.  
A native of Sunderland, Jim Sambrooks moved to 
Hertfordshire aged 16 before commencing a career 
with London Transport. A subsequent move to 
Doncaster found him employed by a number of local 
operators, and allowed him to assist, alongside his paid 
work, in the development of The Trolleybus Museum 
at Sandtoft, where he can still be found, in retirement, 
keeping the wheels turning.

VP477	Kemp’s & Chiltern Queens	 £35.00	 £20.00
This book provides a comprehensive  
history of this fascinating operator based 
in rural South Oxfordshire. The book 
covers the bus operations of Kemps 
between 1929 and 1955 when they 
became Chiltern Queens Bus Services. 
The company ran as Chiltern Queens until 2002 when 
the company came in to financial difficulties. It was at 
this point that Keith Horseman from Horseman 
Coaches Ltd got involved and took control of their 
affairs. The initial intention was to keep the Chiltern 
Queens name for a further two years but this was not 
meant to be. Written by Laurie James and John 
Whitehead, this large format hardback book has 176 
pages with over 250 colour and black and white 
illustrations plus comprehensive fleet details, route 
maps, garage and staff details and much more.

VP475	Volvo Buses & Coaches	 £34.00	 £20.00
Roger Carey takes an in-depth look at the  
development of Volvo’s product range from 
the import of the first chassis in 1972, the 
Ailsa story, and through the various highs 
and lows to the contemporary Euro 6 range. 
I l lustrated with almost 500 superb 
photographs covering customers from the smallest to 
the largest operators, this is definitely a book not to miss. 

VP474	Stevensons of Uttoxeter	 £34.00	 £20.00
Stevensons Bus Company was founded  
in August 1926, the first service operating 
on Saturday, 11th September between 
Uttoxeter and Burton-upon-Trent. The 
company slowly grew in size in and around 
that heartland, becoming Stevensons of 
Uttoxeter Ltd in 1971, until by the late 1970s there were 
over forty vehicles in the fleet. This publication has 
been written as a lasting tribute to a highly regarded 
and much-missed family company in order to celebrate 
the 90th anniversary of its founding, which occurred in 
August 2016. 

VP458	Northern Coachbuilders	 £30.00	 £15.00
This long-awaited history of NCB explains  
the connection with Ringtons Tea, and 
then recalls the meteoric rise and equally 
dramatic end of one of the best-known 
coachbuilders of the post-war years. The 
involvement of the company in wartime 
aircraft production, details of the passenger and 
commercial vehicle output and the origins of the Smiths 
Electric Vehicle Group are explained in this profusely 
illustrated book. There are short biographies of the 
principal players which enhance the work.

VP479	Last Years of the Rear Entrance
	 Double-Decker Bus	 £20.00	 £10.00

In this book Mike Rhodes takes a look at  
the last years of rear-entrance double-
decker buses. With 183 pictures and 
detailed captions, this book explores the 
progression of rear-entrance double-
decker buses right up until the 21st century. 
It covers the period from the late 1960s, when the last 
rear-entrance double-deckers entered service in this 
country. It thus encapsulates the significant changes in 
ownership in the bus industry which took place from 
this time and also as a result of the deregulation 
legislation which was introduced in 1986. It also looks 
at the use of these vehicles elsewhere in the world.

VP469	Transport for Edinburgh -
	 Lothian Buses & Trams	 £20.00	 £10.00

Lothian Buses are one of only a handful of  
UK bus operators which are still controlled 
by the Local Authority and are the principal 
provider of bus services in the historic city 
of Edinburgh and several of the immediate 
surrounding towns. Having reverted to the 
more traditional madder and white livery in 2010 this 
modern bus fleet presents a fine sight to the visitor and 
enthusiast alike. Mike Rhodes looks at the present day 
bus fleet through a series of photographs which depict 
all of the routes operated by each of the three garages. 
Extensive captions accompany each picture and many 
include additional information about the districts and 
buildings portrayed. The book also includes a brief 
history of the growth of local transport in Edinburgh, 
starting with the Edinburgh Street Tramway Co. in 1871, 
through to the present day. The book concludes with 
chapters which illustrate the Night Services, Bus Tours 
and the Tramway.

VP454	West Coast Motors	 £15.00	 £10.00
This book traces the development of the  
company from its origins in Campbeltown 
at the south end of the Kintyre peninsula, 
to its present day operations which cover 
an area north to Fort William and east to 
Glasgow. The book also includes the 
Citylink services, Glasgow Citybus and City Sightseeing 
Glasgow businesses. There is also a brief, illustrated 
description of previous services in what is now West 
Coast Motors territory. The story is complemented by 
over 200 photographs, most of which are in colour.

Services 1921-1996. It is therefore a pictorial review, 
mainly in colour, of its development over the past 100 
years and includes many previously unpublished 
photographs of the company’s vehicles and operations. 
There is also brief reference to the expansion of the 
company which took place in 1997 with the takeover 
of the North Lancashire area from Ribble.

VP460	Steel Wheels & Rubber Tyres Vol 3	£20.00	 £10.00
Geoffrey Hilditch, General Manager at  
Halifax, received a rude awakening when 
he read he was to lose his job thanks to 
Barbara Castle. His subsequent time as 
Engineering Director at West Yorkshire 
PTE was difficult, throwing money into the 
unknown was alien to him, and his reign was short. 
Moving to Leicester should have put matters right but 
it seems he had moved out of the frying pan into the 
fire. This turbulent period of his career forms Part 3 of 
his fascinating autobiography. 

VP481	Steel Wheels & Rubber Tyres Vol 4	£20.00	 £10.00
This book sees the final instalment of the 
late Geoffrey Hilditch’s autobiography. It 
follows the same layout and format as the 
third volume produced by Venture and 
focuses on the later part of his working life 
including time working in Whitehall, 
Aberdare, Drawlane Leicester and Oldham.

VPL54	 Turning Points in a Transport Career	 £9.95
This book is an autographical look back  
and the life and work of Walter Womar. 
The book covers his early life and his 
introduction into the bus industry and also 
covers his time as a soldier during the 
Second World War. Chapters include his 
time at Midland Red and Potteries Motor Traction and 
even a look at the National Bus Company’s London 
headquarters, the Kremlin.

Super Prestige
VP476...37 Austins- Happy Days	 £20.00	 £10.00

Geoff Smith has prepared this volume in  
Venture’s Super Prestige format covering 
Austins - Happy Days of Woodseaves, 
Stafford. Another successful independent, 
they operated stage carriage services in 
the rural areas of the Staffordshire/
Shropshire borders. The Happy Days coaching arm 
continued for many years after the end of stage carriage 
work. This book covers both sides of the business and 
is comprehensively illustrated in colour and black and 
white and includes full fleet details, and details of 
vehicle and operator acquisitions and disposals.

VP483	...39 West Wales Independents	 £20.00	£10.00
This is the second book from Venture 
written by Les Dickinson and it covers 
some of the independent bus companies 
that operate in west Wales. It follows the 
same Super Prestige format as his first 
book, Richard Brothers of Cardigan and 
has been written as a companion publication. This book 
will attempt to provide an insight to the operators on 
the coastal strip around Cardigan town and North 
Pembrokeshire, particularly Newport, Cilgerran and St 
Dogmaels from just before 1920 and up to more recent 
times. The second volume by Les Dickinson on buses 
in this region will be available later in 2019.

VP487	 ...40 West Wales Independents Part 2	 £20.00
In this book, the author, Les Dickinson  
attempts to describe the introduction and 
development of the passenger transport 
providers of the northern foothills of the 
Preseli hills. He focuses on two areas, 
Crymych and Maenclochog exploring in 
detail the independent operators which worked throughout 
these villages. In the chapters on Crymych the author 
details the histories of three larger independents and one 
smaller entity. The three larger are: David John Jones, 
Edwards Brothers and Midway Motors (formerly Rees & 
Phillips). The smaller, and short-lived operator featured 
is Frenni Coaches (Beardwell & Collins). The pages 
describing the bus scene in Maenclochog cover three 
early pioneers in the region: Arthur Williams of 
Maenclochog, Ivor Williams of Trelech and Morgan 
Brothers of Llanfyrnach and their companies’ progression. 

VP486	 ...41 Observation Coaches & Half-Deckers	£20.00
Neville Mercer tells the story of observation  
coaches from their origins in north America 
to the ones which were found on the British 
roads in the middle years of the 20th 
century. The few companies which were 
involved in their manufacture are 
described in detail, as well as the firms which produced 
the most familiar examples which served the London 
stations and airports. This volume is illustrated with 
around 300 pictures, including some very rare vehicles.
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VP482	Here Comes The Eden	 £10.00	 £5.00

This book celebrates 90 years of Eden Bus  
Services. Mention that name to anyone 
above a certain age in Bishop Auckland, and 
thoughts turn to immaculately presented red 
and ivory buses, crewed by cheery staff 
operating a reliable and punctual bus service, 
in all weathers. Indeed, it is often said, ‘The Eden always 
got through!’ Though The Eden was sold to North East 
Bus (the parent company of United) in 1995, and the name 
faded away under the corporate image of Arriva, the name 
‘The Eden’ was rescued by Graeme Scarlett, a Shildon 
businessman who drove for The Eden in the 1970s. 
Consequently, Eden buses still ply the streets of Bishop 
Auckland as though nothing happened, and even running 
out of the garage established in West Auckland, by the 
Summerson Brothers in the 1930s. This book records the 
history of this plucky little independent bus operator.

VP462	UK & Ireland Tram & Light Rail
	 Systems 3rd Edition	 £6.00	 £3.00

This third edition covers the systems of  
Blackpool, DLR, Edinburgh, LUAS, Metrolink, 
Midland Metro, NET, Supertram, Tramlink 
and Tyne & Wear Metro. Fully updated to 
July 2014, it is illustrated in colour throughout. 
This 64 page packet book is the ideal 
companion for your tramway visits or just for reference.

VP463	Trolleybus Museum at Sandtoft
	 Fleet Handbook 2nd Edition	 £8.00	 £5.00

This volume describes the rolling stock at  
the Trolleybus Museum at Sandtoft, utilising 
a one vehicle per page layout and containing 
a resume of each exhibit. A brief history of 
the remarkable growth of the Museum site 
from 1969 to the present day is also 
included, making this an essential pocket book for anyone 
visiting the Museum. 80 pages, softback, with over 80 
colour photos.

	 Rollingstock Book 2nd Edition	 £9.00	 £5.00

This new edition is a fully illustrated all-
colour pocket book that describes the 
National Tramway Museum fleet on a one 
car per page basis. A mixture of vintage 
and modern pictures selected for their 
quality make this quite literally a little gem.

Michael Yelton continues his study of Welsh  
municipal operators with this book on 
Aberdare. It covers the trams and 
trolleybuses of the early years through to 
the motor bus days. Aberdare has been 
little written about, although there has 
been some interest in the unusual early trolleybus 
operation, but nothing so far put forward on that system 
has been compiled after access to all the many relevant 
records, until now. Like other welsh municipalities, the 
services revolved around the shifts of the local coal 
mines. The story ends with the local government 
reorganisation in 1974.

VP492	 ...43 Merthyr Tydfil	 £20.00
Michael Yelton completes his study of  
Welsh Municipal operators with his 
seventh book, this time on Merthyr Tydfil. 
Unlike other smaller South Wales 
municipalities, explored in previous 
volumes, Merthyr Tydfil County Borough 
Council started running buses while there were still 
trams in the town which were owned and operated by 
an outside private company. The trams already ran on 
the two most lucrative routes when the Council began 
running buses and it took 15 years before the local 
authority was able to purchase the tramway undertaking 
and to replace the trams with buses. This 154 page 
book includes a full fleet list and is well illustrated 
throughout with both black & white and colour 
photographs and maps to help bring this story to life.

VPL56	What’s That New Mark	 £2.75	 £1.00
 This book explains the new motor vehicle  
registration system which was brought in 
in 2001 in the UK. It includes a brief history 
of the old system and details of the new 
style registrations. This publication also 
contains tables that show to which offices 
the new codes are allocated.

VP459	Manchester Metrolink Handbook	 £9.95	 £5.00
This book describes the development and 
expansion of Manchester’s pioneering 
light rail system from the initial phase 
converting the Bury and Altrincham railway 
lines through the various extensions which 
have delveoped.

VP471	...41 Pontypridd	 £10.00	 £5.00
The Pontypridd Urban District Council  
transport undertaking was much better 
known than many of the other small municipal 
operators in the South Wales valleys, even 
though most of its routes were short and 
local. Commencing with horse trams in 1882, 
electric trams and later trolleybuses were also operated 
as well as the motor buses. This book provides an 
overview of the development of the system and is 
supported by a wide selection of illustrations, a trolleybus 
and motor bus fleet list and maps and route details.
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AMBERLEY PUBLISHING
A0672	 Birmingham City Transport’s
	 Demonstrators	 £15.99

From 1914 until 1969, when it was  
absorbed into WMPTE, Birmingham City 
Transport had various periods when they 
hired buses for evaluation. These 
demonstrators were tried out for a variety 
of reasons such as tramway feeder route 
development, expansion of the bus fleet, abandonment 
of tramcar services and expansion into the newly built 
housing estates in the interwar and post-war periods. 
This was to compare different manufacturers products, 
with a view to purchasing a substantial number of buses. 
It has to be remembered that BCT was the largest 
municipal operator in the UK, so this was a potentially 
lucrative opportunity for manufacturers. There were 
years when Birmingham had many buses on hire in 
order to assess their performance, fuel economy and 
durability. 1923/4, 1929-34, 1937, 1946/7,1955-58 and 
1960-67 were the peak years for vehicle trials, of which 
very few were successful due to BCT’s exacting 
requirements. The result was a fascinating selection of 
buses that were tested over the years.

A0502	 Buses Built Before 1950	 £15.99
Following the 1920s, bus transport  
experienced several decades of strong 
growth with an explosion of new operators 
and bus types. Charabanc trips were 
popular, and many people chose the bus 
as their way of exploring the country and 
visiting the seaside. Competition from the railways 
during the post-war period meant that bus operators 
often struggled under increased pressures, but the bus 
remained the favoured mode of transport for many. 
Here, Royston Morris shares some of his photographs 
capturing surviving examples of buses built before 1950.

A0718	 Leyland Atlanteans- Twilight Years	 £15.99
From its launch in 1958, the Leyland  
Atlantean played a pivotal role in the 
British bus industry. The first double-deck 
bus in the UK to offer the now commonplace 
layout of front entrance and rear engine, 
the Atlantean enjoyed an uninterrupted 
production run of nearly thirty years, with examples put 
into service throughout the United Kingdom and 
beyond. In this book, Howard Wilde reflects on the later 
years, from the end of production in the mid-1980s to 
the present day, featuring a colourful selection of 
Atlanteans in different roles. The selection pays tribute 
to this true workhorse of the UK bus industry: a bus 
that will, at some time or other, have transported many 
members of the UK bus-using population to work, 
school or play.

A0574	Leyland Buses in Israel	 £15.99	 Oct
This book, the first ever written on the  
subject of Leyland buses in Israel, tells the 
story of the company’s decades-long 
partnership with the state of Israel. First 
introduced on a large scale in Israel in the 
fifties, the Leylands were phased out in 
the late eighties before being retired completely, having 
been replaced with modern German bus models that 
were built by Daimler Benz and MAN. Some were sold 
abroad, to developing countries, where they are said 
to be still running today, but the majority were quietly 
scrapped and broken up. Fortunately, a few escaped 
the cutter’s torch and are kept in mint condition in 
Egged’s Heritage Center in Holon, a symbol of solid 
British engineering. For countless Israelis who are old 
enough to remember the sight and the sound of a 
Leyland bus in the streets of Jerusalem and Tel Aviv, 
they provide a chance to go back in time for one more 
ride on the elderly Tiger. This book is a tribute the 
powerful, all-terrain workhorse; the Leyland bus.

A0630	 London’s ALX400 Buses	 £15.99
The Alexander ALX400 was the first low-
floor bus body built in the United Kingdom, 
first appearing in 1997. The first ALX400s 
were placed on the DAF DB250LF 
chassis, closely followed by the Dennis 
Trident. 2000 saw the launch of the Volvo 
B7TL / ALX400 combination. The ALX400 soon 
became one of the more popular low-floor double-decks 
not only in London, but in the UK. The introduction of 
the Enviro 400 model in 2005 spelt the end of the 
ALX400, and in 2006 the model was discontinued. A 
large number of ALX400s were purchased by Arriva, 
Stagecoach and First, along with smaller orders from 
the Go-Ahead group. Utilising a number of superb 
images and informative captions, David Beddall 
documents the use of this bus in London.

A0044	London Night Buses Since 1984	 £15.99	 Oct
London’s traditional Night Bus network  
was once small, infrequent and little used. 
That changed from April 1984 when 
London Transport expanded the network 
to serve more districts and increased 
service frequencies. Subsequent social 
changes increased demand for Night Bus travel, 
causing the network to grow exponentially. The 
introduction of weekend Night Tube services reduced 
demand for some routes and the Coronavirus pandemic 
caused passenger numbers to fall, but Transport for 
London’s Night Bus network still remains extensive. 
The development of London’s Night Bus network, from 
around 60 buses a night in early 1984 to nearly 800 
buses on weekend nights in 2021, is recounted in this 
book. Themed picture galleries, using previously 
unpublished images, illustrate routes, operators and 
most bus types used over a thirty-five-year period.

Scania’s first venture into the British double-
decker bus market came in 1973, when 
with partner MCW, based in Birmingham, 
they produced the ‘Metropolitan’ double-
decker. In 1980, after a brief hiatus, Scania 
re-entered the British double-decker 
market with a chassis for bodying by all the major UK 
builder. Featuring a wonderful array of previously 
unpublished images, this book is a fond tribute to forty 
years of Scania double-decker buses on Britain’s roads.

With the a id  of  around 150  
photographs, Kevin McCormack takes 
a look at bus stations in Britain during 
a thirty-year period that ends with the 
last year prior to deregulation of bus 
services. Bus stations were owned by 
the bus companies or by local 
authorities, often one and the same. 
Those illustrated in this book range in size from little 
more than open yards to large and impressive buildings 
such as Preston bus station and Kevin’s excellent 
captions add further interest to the photographs.

F5822	 Passengers: Life in Britain
	 During the Stagecoach Era	 £24.00

This book is a social history of the country  
between 1790 and 1840. This absorbing 
and thoroughly researched book has an 
initial focus on transport and hospitality, 
but it is also a wider portrait of this 
important but neglected period of British 
history. James Hobson covers all aspects of the period: 
work, law, technology, finance, politics, poverty and 
crime are the most prominent. The inn and the 
stagecoach were some of the few places that the 
different classes met and co-existed in a country that 
was stratified and deferential. The poor served the 
transport and hospitality system, the middle classes 
used it and the ruling classes profited from it. The life 
of women is an important part of this book; they worked 
at levels in the travel and hospitality industries. This is 
everybody’s story, an exposition of real places and real 
people in a society that was ‘on the move’ in all senses 
of the phrase.

A bus or coach is usually referred to as a  
Bedford, a Dennis, an AEC or whatever, 
but in most cases only a badge, or perhaps 
a radiator grille, identifies it externally in 
that way; that is the chassis and/or engine 
manufacturer. The largest part of what you 
see is the bodywork, and that has usually been made 
by another firm. Experts can (mostly) tell at a glance 
who made the body, but to others it is a mystery. The 
two Auto Review Bus & Coach Albums look at PSVs 

(now called PCVs) from the point of view of the 
coachbuilder. Auto Review 165 covers coachbuilding 
companies based in England. This volume describes 
firms based in Scotland, Ireland (north and south, 
because some companies predate partition) and 
Wales, plus some bus and coach operators who built 
their own bodies, chassis, or complete buses.

The Great Western Railway was always a  
little different to the rest of the railways, 
and that was still the position when in 1955 
Brit ish Railways announced their 
Modernisation Plan that would see steam 
replaced by diesels and electrics. The rest 
of the railway regions opted for diesel-electric locos, 
but the Western would be different, opting for diesel-
hydraulics. The first entered service in 1957 and by 
1964 six different classes were introduced. 
Unfortunately, there were problems with them all, which 
were largely solved as experience was gained, but the 
BRB was in favour of standardisation using the diesel-
electric type and they saw the Western hydraulics as 
non-standard, which resulted in their early withdrawal 
from service by 1977. This book of mostly unpublished 
colour pictures taken by George Woods shows them 
in service from 1966 to 2019, and also includes the 
Class 50 locos that became their replacements.

The East Lancashire Railway Preservation 
Society decided to reopen the Bury to 
Rawtenstall line after its closure by British Rail, and 
under the auspices of the East Lancashire Railway 
Trust it finally reopened the line between Bury and 
Ramsbottom to passenger trains in 1987, and 
eventually to Rawtenstall in 1991. From around 1989, 
Doug Birmingham started to record the line and 
documented the change from operating small industrial 
locomotives to using ex-British Railways steam 
locomotives to haul passengers up and down this 
8-mile section of the former Bury to Bacup line. The 
images in this book covers the line during the four 
seasons of the year and primarily feature the many 
ex-BR steam locomotives, though various ex-BR diesel 
locomotives that operated on the line during the 1990s 
can also be found.

1971 King class 6000 King George V passed through 
Kensington Olympia with the Bulmers Cider Pullman 
coaches as part of an eight day trial tour. A list of approved 
routes for steam hauled excursion trains was drawn up. 
This was to comprise of less busy provincial lines, where 
any such operations were less likely to disrupt normal 
traffic. Gradually, the routes available to working steam 
were extended. In March 1979 King George V hauled a 
special train from London Paddington to Didcot. But the 
main breakthrough year was 1985, for it was then that 
regular steam excursions began running from Marylebone 
to Stratford on Avon. There are now excursions from 
London almost every week, and this collection of images 
documents the story since that fateful day in 1968.

A076X	 One Man’s Railway:

This book is about one ordinary person’s  
efforts, largely carried out single-handedly 
and with limited funds, to build a model 
railway layout in his garden that runs just 
like the real thing. It is based on Brymbo in 
North Wales, where the GWR and LNER 
were joined by the LMS in the search for mineral wealth.

Long before Wyoming was officially part  
of the union, the Wyoming Territory played 
a crucial role in westward expansion of the 
United States as the first transcontinental 
railroad was built into the area by Union 
Pacific in 1862, bound for a meeting with 
Central Pacific in Utah in 1869. Modernised, this 
‘Overland Route’ today bustles with traffic, as trains 
thunder across the state on main lines destined for 
California and Pacific Northwest. More recently, 
Wyoming’s expansive Powder River Basin has 
provided gargantuan amounts of coal tonnage for both 
UP/Chicago & North Western and Burlington Northern/
BNSF. Even though it appears this coal traffic has 
peaked, there is still plenty of trains to be seen moving 
out of the basin. Additionally, BNSF has a secondary 
main line that traverses through some extraordinary 
scenery as it heads north and west toward connections 
in Montana. All in all, railroads crossing the wonderful 
Rocky Mountains and High Plains of the ‘Cowboy State’ 
are certainly a beholder’s delight.

A9334	 The Golden Age of Streamlining	 £15.99
Its most obvious manifestations were on  
the railways, with beautiful, streamlined 
locomotives in daring colour schemes on 
prestigious named expresses, especially 
in Europe and North America. The idea of 
streamlining made even more sense in the 
air, where the great airships were crossing the Atlantic, 
and aircraft like the Douglas DC3 cut through the air 
more easily than anything that came before. Meanwhile, 
on the world’s roads, buses and cars lost their 
perpendicular looks and marques like Cord and Bugatti 
led the way with increasingly aerodynamic, wind-tunnel-
tested profiles.

In the 
early 1980s, Sectorisation arrived. The freight division 
was separated from the passenger side and further 
sub-divided into different freight sectors.

At Grouping, the GCR 
passed on 241 well-built, powerful and efficient eight-
coupled locomotives to the newly formed London & North 
Eastern Railway.

More 
than 500 were constructed by several manufacturers, 
over 300 being sent across the Channel to support the 
British forces in France.

This is the latest addition to our ever  
growing and highly successful portfolio of 
railway atlases. At its core is a set of maps 
contrasting, on opposite pages, the 
Scottish railway network in 1920 and the 
same areas today. This graphically 
illustrates how the system has contracted over the 
course of the last 100 years and allows comparison 
between these two eras to be easily made.However, 
there is so much more to this atlas than just the maps. 
For example, the Index of Stations has photographs of 
all those that are currently in use. For closed stations, 
each entry gives their OS Location, site status 
description and has a small map of the station. All 
stations in the Index have a chronology referring to the 
date of opening, closure dates for those no longer in 
use and any changes to their names that were made.

CR026	 Southern Way Issue 55	 £14.95
The Southern Way continues to be the  
definitive journal for all those interested in 
the history and heritage of the Southern 
Railway and the Southern Region of British 
Railways. Edited by Kevin Robertson, 
whose many publications on the railways 
of the south of England are well known to SR 
enthusiasts, each volume contains a series of 
authoritative articles on a fascinating range of topics, 
copiously illustrated with a wealth of photographs.
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CR986	 Swindon- The Complete Works	 £25.00

Peter Timm’s two previous books on the  
subject of Swindon works have been 
combined and rewritten to form the basis 
for this enlarged work. This is a 
comprehensive account of the Great 
Western Railway’s main works in what 
was, in many ways, its heyday. It is written in a way that 
should appeal to engineers, social historians, railway 
enthusiasts and people looking for their Swindon 
ancestors. The scale is such that it is intended as a 
work of reference, rather than a straight cover-to-cover 
read. To that end, each of the twenty-five chapters has 
been divided into sections and there is a general index. 
As with most historical research, this study is researched 
from many varied sources not least from first-hand 
recollections of the men and women who worked 
‘inside’. The author also confronts many widely held 
views and dispels some of the myths. One being that 
everything that can be written about the GWR has 
already been written, this book clearly proves otherwise.

CR985	The Leader Locomotives-
	 Bulleid’s Great Experiment	 £30.00	 Sep

The story of Bulleid’s ‘Leader’ class is one  
that simply refuses to lie down, continuing 
to be a source of debate and controversy. 
Was this the great innovation that would 
have taken the steam locomotive to 
unheard of levels of sophistication and 
efficiency, or a folie de grandeur on the part of an 
undoubtedly creative, charismatic yet maverick 
engineer, which should never have been countenanced 
or financed by his superiors? Seventy years aft er the 
last examples of these ill-fated locomotives were 
scrapped, the controversy surrounding them still 
rumbles on and fascination with the project among 
railway enthusiasts is unabated. Having written 
previously on the subject, author Kevin Robertson has 
continued his research into the ‘Leader’ class and 
unearthed much new material from a variety of sources 
which is presented here for the first time. Whilst not 
likely to have changed the end result, much new light 
is shed as to how that decision was arrived at.

GP973	Chapelon Genius of French Steam	 £8.99	 Sep

The name Andre Chapelon will be known to  
everyone with an interest in the development 
of the steam locomotive. In his native 
France, Chapelon transformed the steam 
locomotives of various French railways 
from often mediocre machines into high 
performers surpassing the capabilities of similar 
machines used in other European countries at the time. 
He was responsible for both rebuilds as well as new 
designs. His work was disrupted by World War II, but 
his importance was reasserted in 1946 with his superb 
4-8-4 No 242 A 1 capable of producing a continuous 
output of 5,500hp, a remarkable achievement. Colonel 
Roger’s book on Andre Chapelon, originally published 
in 1972, has been difficult to obtain for many years. It 

remains the best and most detailed biography of the 
man and his work. It is both a readable and accessible 
guide to the life and achievements of a man whom few 
would disagree was the foremost steam locomotive 
engineer the world has ever seen.

GREAT NORTHERN BOOKS
GN705	 East Midlands Steam 1950-1966	 £19.99

Great photography of locomotives on the  
East Midlands railways in the final years 
of steam traction compiled with thoroughly 
researched, informative captions, 
beautifully produced in hardback with rare 
and previously unseen images in colour 
and black and white. Composed of just over 6,000 
square miles of land, the East Midlands enjoyed a 
diverse system of railways in the days of steam. These 
routes ranged from the main lines connecting the north 
and south of Britain to small branches, as well as cross-
country and local lines.

GN702	 Piercing the Pennines	 £19.99
These pages look not just at the tunnels  
and the men who created them but also 
show how they connected key settlements 
either side of the Pennines. They step 
back further in history to show how canals 
paved the way for the railways and also 
look forward to their future role in the new world of a 
‘Northern Powerhouse’. There is a comprehensive 
collection of illustrations ranging from period lithographs 
through to present-day photographs.

GB857	Locos of the National Collection	 £14.99	 2022

Legendary steam railway locomotives such  
as Flying Scotsman, Mallard, Stephenson’s 
Rocket and City of Truro have been 
household names for generations and are 
now owned by the public. These are the 
locomotives that not only shaped global 
transport history but steered the evolution of the 
modern world, shrinking continents and making rapid 
transit between one-time faraway places an everyday 
occurrence affordable to all. The National Collection 
was amassed largely in the face of modernisation of 
the British railway network, when the introduction of 
diesel and electric locomotives in the Fifties led to the 
mass withdrawal and scrapping of many classic steam 
locomotive types.

On July 3, 1938, LNER A4 streamlined  
Pacific No. 4468 Mallard reached 126mph, 
setting a world steam speed record that 
has never been broken. It was the zenith 
of not only a great decade in which 
glamorous express trains competed to see 
which could travel from London to Scotland in the 
fastest time, but also the steam age itself. Author Robin 
Jones tells the story not only of LNER chief mechanical 
engineer Sir Nigel Gresley’s Pacifics and Mallard’s 
international headline-grabbing feat, but also that of 
the five other A4s still with us - including the ‘Mission 
Impossible’ repatriation of Dwight D Eisenhower and 
Dominion of Canada and their cosmetic restoration in 
their ‘home’ country - to make the ‘Great Gathering’, 
one of the biggest and most successful events in the 
history of railway preservation, a dream come true.

GB854	 Settle & Carlisle Revival	 £14.99
The Settle & Carlisle railway runs across  
the roof of England, reaching the highest 
point on any main line railway in the 
country. Today it carries a frequent and 
well-patronized passenger service and 
considerable heavy long-distance freight 
traffic. The line has been fortunate enough to survive 
two attempts to close it and in fact should probably 
never have been built at all. There could now be a 
72-mile abandoned trackbed passing through such 
places as Blea Moor, over Dent Head and Arten Gill 
viaducts and the legendary Ais Gill summit, but people 
felt strongly enough to campaign successfully to keep 
one of Britain’s favourite railway lines open. Since the 
line won a second reprieve in 1989, after an eight-year 
battle, train services have been expanded. This is the 
story of the revival in the fortunes of the Settle & 
Carlisle. Many closed stations have reopened and 
restored to their former glory, freight traffic has returned 
and steam-hauled excursions over the line have gone 
from strength to strength.

The last great age of steam in Britain  
is revisited in this new collection of 
superb photographs from the 
extensive archive of the Railway 
Magazine. Author Pete Kelly, editor 
of The Railway Magazine Guide to Modelling, looks 
back to a time when streamlined steam express trains 
charged headlong through the English countryside 
every day of the week. The 1930s would see a host of 
iconic engines constructed - such as the legendary 
LNER A4s, the beautiful LMS Coronation Class locos, 
the rare LMS Princess Royal Class and the workhorse 
LNER Class V2 engines built in large numbers for 
mixed traffic. This new volume collects rare images 
offering a glimpse of the days when these incredible 
engines could be found hard at work all over Britain.

GB864	Steaming Over the N Yorkshire Moors	 £14.99	2022
Steaming Over the North Yorkshire Moors  
is the story of the North Yorkshire Moors 
Railway, a pinnacle of the rail preservation 
movement. Author Robin Jones, editor of 
Heritage Railway magazine, tells the story 
of how the line began in 1836 as Rocket 
inventor George Stephenson’s Whitby & Pickering 
Railway, its conversion to a steam railway and its years 
under the London & North Eastern Railway and British 
Railways before its closure by Dr Beeching, with the 
accompanying protests. The line would later be saved 
by volunteers and reopened step by step. Eventually, in 
a ground-breaking move, services were extended back 
over the main line to Whitby. Today the line regularly 
receives upwards of 350,000 visitors a year from across 
the UK, and indeed the world. This book features the 
story of the line’s locomotives, the flagship being A4 
streamlined Pacific No. 60007 Sir Nigel Gresley, which 
is the British post-war steam speed record holder.

GB842	Stratford Depot Locomotives
	 in the Eighties & Nineties	 £14.99	 Dec

Engines from every region could be found  
at Stratford TMD during the 1980s and 90s 
- making it an ideal hunting ground for the 
rail enthusiast. Photographer Roger 
Rounce presents a collection of his own 
images of diesels and electrics from those 
days when Stratford used any Class 47 to hand for 
Norwich trains and journeys between Chelmsford and 
Liverpool Street could just as easily be hauled by an 
Eastfield Class 47 as one shedded at Stratford. Visiting 
Class 37s were also used on empty stock and 
Cambridge trains. Stratford Depot Locomotives 
includes Class 08s, 31s, 37s and 47s alongside less 
common classes such as 20, 58, 60, 86 and 87. Details 
of each locomotive pictured include when it was built, 
when it was scrapped, names currently and previously 
held, other numbers carried, historical notes and dates.

IR232	 The Somerset & Dorset Railway	 £35.95

If ever a line could be called an evergreen  
favourite it is the Somerset & Dorset, so 
quintessentially English in its beautiful 
settings, its charming stations and the 
blasting hill climbing efforts of its steam 
locomotives. All of it unsullied by diesels right 
up to its final demise in 1966. It was a line like no other, 
by turns a dozing branch, by turns a main line with double 
headed named expresses running the length of the 
country. It is no wonder that so many volumes have been 
devoted to it though it has probably never been covered 
photographically to this extent. The plans are an especially 
useful feature: ‘Up’ is Broadstone to Bath and Evercreech 
Junction to Highbridge, ‘Down’ is Bath to Broadstone and 
Highbridge to Evercreech Junction. ‘Down’ S&D trains 
from Broadstone to Bournemouth became ‘Up’ trains on 
the Southern. S&D trains were ‘Down’ leaving 
Bournemouth West until reaching Broadstone upon which 
they became ‘Up’ on joining the S&D!

BD887	 Gorton Tank- A Pictorial Review of the
	 Gorton Locomotive Works,
	 Manchester 1847-1963	 £30.00

This book delves into the working history  
of Gorton Locomotive works in Manchester. 
The book covers its very early starting 
years of the later 1840s and shows these 
great tanks and machines in working 
order right up until 1963. The book is 
illustrated throughout.

MIDDLETON PRESS
M5658	 Wennington to Morecambe & Heysham
	 Via Lancaster	 £18.95

This album looks at the former main line  
from Wennington to Morecambe and 
Heysham. This area west of Lancaster, 
covering approximately nine square miles, 
has over time boasted two competing 
railway companies, two harbours, ten 
stations, over a dozen signal boxes and extensive 
freight and passenger services. On the approach to 
Lancaster, the line passed a carriage and wagon 
works, munitions factory and a power station that were 
all rail-served. Across the River Lune there was 
another munitions factory, an oil refinery and chemical 
plant, two gasworks and a nuclear power station, again 
all rail served. The area was host to an electrified 
suburban rail system for over half a century from the 
early 1900s and, later, pioneered overhead line 
electrification that became the national standard. Much 
of the network and infrastructure have disappeared, 
save for one or two prominent landmarks. Today the 
area is served by regular passenger workings from 
Leeds, Skipton and Lancaster.

M5659	 Almouth to Alnwick	 £18.95
Alnwick joined the railway network early  
on. The Alnwick and Coldstream line 
followed, serving a remote and rural area. 
It lost its passenger services in the 1930s 
and goods traffic remained on part of the 
route until the 1960s. The Alnwick branch 
also closed and over 50 years later is now being rebuilt, 
in part, as a heritage railway. All these aspects are 
extensively illustrated herein.

P8108	 A Photographic Journey Through the London
	 Underground- Look Again	 £25.00

What is there to see? That was the  
question the authors of this book, 
Elke and Niko Rollman, heard all the 
t ime when exp la in ing the i r 
photographic project. The answer is 
look again; this book will encourage its readers to see 
the London Underground in a different light. There is 
indeed a multitude of images on offer, ranging from 
architecture to technology, from old design classics to 
modern art. For anyone interested in the history of the 
London Underground, spanning over 150 years, this 
is the book for you. Once you discover the beauty of 

this particular underworld, it can turn your daily routine 
into an exciting and almost endless trail of new 
impressions. The authors also want to encourage 
readers to go out there and explore ‘The Tube’ by 
themselves.

Joint Operations Around Manchester and  
in South Yorkshire, is the latest volume in 
a series of books by Robert Pixton, 
covering the lines across the Pennines, 
especially those of the former Great 
Central. This volume looks at the joint lines 
that once served the area from Lancashire to Yorkshire, 
serving heavy industry and providing an intense 
passenger service in the 19th and early 20th centuries. 
The lines and services declined on many of the branch 
lines and some of the cross-country lines by the 1950s, 
heralding their final demise in the early 1960s, because 
of the Reshaping of British Railways. Today there are 
still a few important corridors crossing this area of the 
north of England, which have become increasingly 
important in recent times as roads become more 
congested and bus services are cut back.

P7860	 LMS & LNER Steam Locomotives- 
	 The Post War Era	 £25.00

LMS & LNER Steam Locomotives is the  
result of over two decades of photographing 
steam locomotives in action in many parts 
of Britain covered by the former LMS and 
LNER Railway Companies, the two largest 
of the ‘Big Four’ Railway Companies which 
operated in Britain between 1923 and 1948. The 
majority of the photographs were taken during the 
British Railways era between 1948 and 1968. Although 
the author Malcolm Clegg has a sizeable collection of 
steam locomotive photographs taken during this period, 
the photographs which appear in this book are from 
the private collection of his lifelong friend and family 
relative, Mr Peter Cookson (a retired schoolmaster), 
himself a railway historian, author and amateur 
photographer, who has kindly provided the photographs 
for publication in this book. Many of the photographs 
selected are rare and unusual for a variety of reasons 
which should appeal to railway historians and steam 
enthusiasts alike.

P4835	Locomotives of the Somerset & Dorset
	 Joint Railway- A Definitive Survey	£35.00	 Sep

Although closed to traffic in 1966, this  
unique railway line still lives in the 
minds of many, some too young to 
remember it in its heyday. For more 
than 100 years it courted disaster and 
could on a number of occasions have 
succumbed to overpowering financial pressures, but it 
survived with the help of partnerships with larger, more 
secure companies, namely the Midland Railway and 
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the London & South Western Railway. After the 
grouping in 1923, the line came under the control of 
the LMS and the Southern Railway. Unfortunately, the 
line suffered in later years from inter regional rivalry 
between the Western and Southern Regions of British 
Railways, which led to its eventual closure. The variety 
of companies involved in its running meant that the 
small pool of locomotives needed to service the line 
was supplemented by the best each partner could offer. 
This heavily illustrated book traces this unique and 
fascinating history and brings to life this singular, much 
missed and loved railway.

P6402	The Great Thorpe Railway Disaster 1874-
	 Heroes,Victims & Survivors	 £19.99	 Sep

At Norwich Station on 10 September 1874,  
a momentary misunderstanding between 
the Night Inspector and young Telegraph 
Clerk resulted in an inevitable head-on 
collision. The residents of the picturesque 
riverside village of Thorpe-Next-Norwich 
were shocked by a ‘deafening peal of thunder’, sending 
them running through the driving rain towards a scene 
of destruction. Surgeons were summoned from the city, 
as the dead, dying and injured were taken to a near-by 
inn and boatyard. Every class of Victorian society was 
travelling that night. For many months local and national 
newspapers followed the story, publishing details of 
subsequent deaths, manslaughter trial and outcomes 
of record-breaking compensation claims. The Board of 
Trade Inquiry concluded it was ‘the most serious 
collision between trains meeting one another on a 
single line of rails.’ Using extensive research, Phyllida 
Scrivens pays tribute to the 28 people who died, 
revealing the personal stories behind the names.

P7358	The Last Years of Carlisle Steam-
	 A Pictorial Journey	 £25.00	 Sep

Mention the name Carlisle to any steam  
enthusiast of a certain age and they will 
probably conjure up an image of bygone days 
when Stanier and Gresley Pacifics rubbed 
shoulders alongside each other within Citadel 
station whilst waiting to relieve incoming titled 
trains such as the Royal Scot and the Waverley. Such 
scenes, in addition to steam locomotives threading their 
way across a network of goods lines, and the city’s three 
surviving motive power depots, were all subjects captured 
on film by a number of young enthusiasts who lived in 
Carlisle during the final years of steam. It is the work of 
those cameramen, aided by others who visited the area, 
that will offer the reader an insight as to the variety that still 
prevailed at Carlisle during that time. This book, which 
illustrates in depth one of the country’s major steam 
centres, contains more than 200 photos.

P7262	 Today’s London Underground-
	 A Pictorial Overview	 £30.00

The Orange Line, the Ginger Line or the  
M25 Railway, call it what it what you will, 
the London Overground, born in 2007, has 
become one of London’s transport 
success stories. Running complimentary 
to, and in some places, in combination 
with, London Underground, it carries more than 180 
million passengers a year on 9 lines and serves 112 
stations over a combined length of more than 100 miles. 
An amalgamation of several commuter lines (and one 
London Underground Line) that ring London it now 
branches out to all points of the compass. Over recent 
years it’s also undergone unprecedented change and 
investment (with a few troubles along the way) with the 
phasing out of old and the introduction of new rolling 
stock.

S4556	 A Gloucestershire Warwickshire Railway
	 Journey Broadway to Cheltenham	 £25.00

The history and the remarkable  
rebuilding of the former section of 
the GWR from Broadway to 
Cheltenham Racecourse has been 
well documented. Supported 
financially by share issues, donations, membership 
subscriptions, legacies and surpluses from operating 
revenue, the volunteers have re-laid the permanent 
way, rebuilt stations and signal boxes, built new 
facilities, purchased and restored the rolling stock. 
However, like most heritage railways, the locomotives, 
most of which are steam, are not owned by the railway, 
but by independent owning groups and societies which 
hire them to the railway, either on a long term, seasonal 
or short-term hire arrangement for special events and 
galas. The very first passenger train to operate on the 
GWSR on 27 April 84, then owned by the Dowty 
Railway Preservation Society. Hunslet No 2409 King 
George was rescued from the scrap merchants by the 
GWSR and restored to running order and in 2001 
became the first steam locomotive to reach Cheltenham 
Racecourse station.

Graham Nicholas traces the journey  
of trainspotter and rail photographer 
Norman Harrop through the 1950s 
golden age of steam and beyond. 
The story begins during steam’s 
Indian Summer from 1957-1960 when Norman captured 
the glory of the traditional steam railway in his colour 
slides. The winds of change were blowing from 1961 to 
1964 as Norman recorded early production diesels and 
electrification schemes beginning to displace top link 
locos onto secondary workings.

Coal strikes in the 
1930s, competing services from buses, financial 
problems and the fact that Machrihanish coal wasn't of 
especially high quality, all contributed to the inevitable 
demist in the mid 1930s, but traces of the line remain 
visible along the route today.

The book begins with an account of  
Connemara, in the west of Ireland, and the 
various schemes put forward to link its two 
main settlements, Galway and Clifden. The 
first of these was proposed in 1860, but it 
was over 30 years before the line was built 
by the Midland Great Western Railway who operated it 
until 1925 when the government shied away from 
Nationalisation but merged all railways operating only 
in Irish Free State into Great Southern Railways. The 
line closed in 1935. Given the full Oakwood treatment 
there are eleven chapters including Train Services, 
Locomotives and Rolling Stock and Road Services . 
Appendices include the Shantalla Siding, Tourism and 
the Recess Hotel, The Ulster & Connaught Light Railway 
and The Marconi Railway, Clifden. The illustrations 
comprise photographs of stations, signals, and tickets 
as well as maps, charts, diagrams and advertisements.

Bus garages, or depots if that is your  
preferred nomenclature, come in all 
shapes and sizes and basically had their 
origins in the tram depots which were 
established by the various tramway 
companies of the pre-electrification era. 
Tram ‘depots’, as a place to house railed vehicles was 
commonly referred to, were originally built for horse-
drawn and steam-hauled tramcars and, in the case of 
the former, often had stables attached.

In the days before privatisation, many bus  
companies adapted old buses for a variety 
of specialist uses as service vehicles.

Trolleybuses may have been converted 
to tower wagons to maintain the overhead wires. Some 
bus operators converted old buses to towing lorries.

Buses would also be adapted to serve as information 
offices or publicity buses, promoting such things as 
holiday tours or special ticket offers. Since privatisation, 
such practices have died out for a variety of reasons. 
Expensive, in-house workshops have largely been 
closed. Furthermore, the modern low-floor rear-engine 
buses are probably less suited to such conversions. 
Companies will use the services of specialist 
commercial bus and truck rescue services rather than 
retaining their own towing vehicles.

When the National Bus Company introduced corporate 
liveries of red or green for its fleets, many of their 
constituent companies used yellow for their training 
and service vehicles. Then, as recruitment became 
more difficult from the 1980s, colourful liveries with 
invitational recruitment slogans tended to appear and 
this has continued since. Rather surprisingly, companies 
often bought in buses for training from other companies 
rather than converting their own, and these might be 
types not otherwise represented in their fleet. This book 
looks at a variety of training vehicles from around the 
country over the last 50 years.

The final two decades of the 20th century  
saw great changes in the bus and coach 
industry in Great Britain. In the early 1980s 
the National Bus Company reorganisation 
saw the Welsh operations of Crosville 
become Crosville Wales; South Wales 
Transport be acquired by Badgerline; and National 
Welsh being split to create new Rhondda Buses and 
Red & White companies. The remaining part of National 
Welsh was the subject of a management buyout that 
failed spectacularly in 1992. In 1986 the remaining 
council-owned fleets were forced into being run as 
‘arms-length’ companies. In 2001 only Cardiff Buses, 
Islwyn Borough Transport (controlled by Caerphilly

The terrain traversed was one of rolling 
Hertfordshire countryside interspersed with landed 
estates, farms and pleasant rural landscapes. Born by 
the desire of local landowners and businessmen to 
provide rail access west of the county town, and 
connecting with the 1843 Eastern Counties Railway 
(later Great Eastern Railway) branch from Broxbourne 
on the Cambridge main line, the initial aim was to join 
with the nearest point on the GNR main line six miles 
to the west at a remote junction at Welwyn. Flattered 
by success, moves were then made to extend the 
railway and connect with the London & North Western 
Railway at Dunstable. The GNR management at King’s 
Cross alarmed by the threatened incursion into their 
territory, absorbed the branch three years later and 
soon after services were extended to Hatfield.

This county, unlike 
Somerset, was not blessed with coal reserves and thus 
we do not have an abundance of colliery wagons, nor 
any particularly heavy industry. It did, however, have 
stone, especially the famed Bath Stone, and so wagons 
for the numerous quarry companies occupy their own 
chapter. Illustrated with over 250 photographs, drawings, 
maps and items of ephemera, this volume gives an 
excellent social history of the many small businesses, in 
the main coal factors and coal merchants, over the eighty 
years from 1860 to 1940. To round off the volume the 
opportunity has been taken to update Private Owner 
Wagons of Somerset taking advantage of new material 
that has come to light since original publication.

Only ten Baby Deltics were constructed 
between 1961-1962, for use on services out of London 
Kings Cross. The Baby Deltics were all withdrawn 
within a decade, as they were not very successful in 
main line service.

enormous wings to create winds and thunderstorms, 
providing water for people in the deserts, ensuring their 
survival. Over the 50 years of its existence over 4.4 
million Ford Thunderbirds were produced.

Two years later the first of the TK range was 
announced and the concept of cab ahead of engine 
was introduced. The changes of design, use and loads 
carried in the course of 50 years of steady progress 
are illustrated in this book.

London’s famous RT-type buses were an  
iconic symbol of our Capital city in the 
1950s, before being superseded by the 
Routemasters. Most were built between 
1947 and 1954 to replace worn-out pre-
war and wartime buses. More than 7,000 
were built in all and although London Transport 
favoured AEC chassis, which the first batches of RTs 
had, so pressing was the need for new buses that not 
enough could be supplied by that manufacturer to 
match demand. Therefore Leyland Motors were 
contracted to adapt their Leyland Titan PD2 chassis to 
fit bodies that, for the most part, were identical with 
those on RTs. The result was the 1,631-strong RTL 
class, together with the 500 RTWs, which had bodies 
also built by Leyland to the same general design, were 
built between 1948 and 1954. During the RTL and RTW 
class buses’ final years, Jim Blake was out and about 
photographing them throughout London. A selection 
of his photographs of them, most previously 
unpublished, is presented here.

The 1970s were among London  
Transport ’s most troubled years. 
Prohibited from designing its own buses 
for the gruelling conditions of the capital, 
LT was compelled to embark upon mass 
orders for the broadly standard products 
of national manufacturers, which for one reason or 
another proved to be disastrous failures in the capital 
and were disposed of prematurely at a great loss. 
Despite a continuing spares shortage combined with 
industrial action, the old organisation kept going 
somehow, with the venerable RT and Routemaster 
families still at the forefront of operations.  At the same 
time, the green buses of the Country Area were taken 
over by the National Bus Company as London Country 
Bus Services. Little by little, and not without problems 
of their own, the mostly elderly but standard inherited 
buses gave way to a variety of diverted orders, some 
successful others far from so, until by the end of the 
decade we could see a mostly NBC-standard fleet of 
one-man-operated buses in corporate leaf green.

The Independent Transport Videos  
cameras are no strangers to the Isle of 
Wight.  Indeed, our first UK video 
programme was filmed on the Island, ‘Ride 
on the Isle of Wight’, back in 1999.  This 
current DVD programme looks at the 
operations of the main bus operator on the Isle of Wight, 
Southern Vectis.  Now part of the GoAhead group this 
former Tilling Group and National Bus Company (NBC) 
subsidiary has been operating on the Island since 1929, 
always in a green livery in some form or other.  This 
DVD contains footage from the years of 1978, 1989, 
2013, 2015 and 2020.  1978 represents the NBC years, 
1989 the early deregulation years and from 2013 to 
2020 the GoAhead years.

VI1787	 Brighton & Hove Buses 2020	 £10.00
Since our cameras last visited Brighton in  
2017 to record the bus scene a lot has 
happened.  The most important change is 
the introduction of a fleet of Alexander 
Dennis (ADL) Enviro 400ER electric 
double-deckers.  Painted in a smart two-
tone teal blue livery the initial batch of thirty vehicles is 
seen in service on this programme.  The Brighton & 
Hove fleet is part of the GoAhead group and is the main 
operator in the city and surrounding area with their 
service 12 operating along the coast as far as 
Eastbourne.  Other operators seen on this programme 
are Stagecoach South, appearing in Brighton and 
Stagecoach East Kent seen in the Eastbourne section.  
Metrobus, another GoAhead subsidiary is also seen 
operating in Brighton and Compass Bus with their 
CityBuzz brand. The Big Lemon is also present with 
their small fleet of electric buses.  This DVD was filmed 
over two visits, in September and October 2020 and 
takes place mostly in Brighton with a brief visit to 
Seaford and concludes at Eastbourne.

The City of Portsmouth Passenger  
Transport Department operated a large 
fleet of Leyland Atlanteans.  The first ones 
entered service in 1962 and the final batch 
was delivered in 1975.  One such vehicle 
from the 1972 batch is 262 (VTP 262L), 
an AN68/1R type with an Alexander H75D body.  
Thankfully now preserved and in the current ownership 
of Darren Marshall.  It was decided that on Saturday 
26th March 2015 262 would take a tour of a number 
of former ‘Corporation’ routes.  A ‘running board’ was 
drawn up by fellow enthusiast Peter J Clark and 262 
took to the road with a number of friends and 
enthusiasts on board, including the independent 
transport videos cameras.

VI1783	 Buses in Cornwall 2020	 £18.00
The Independent Transport Videos  
cameras will take you on a tour of the 
county seeking out the buses operating 
on a wide variety of routes.  We begin our 
journey in the east of the county at 
Launceston and travel south west to 
Land’s End.  From here we continue along the north 
coast and end up at Bude.  Our locations include 
Launceston, Liskeard, Looe, Bodmin, St Austell, Truro, 
Falmouth, Penzance, Land’s End, Camborne, 
Newquay and Bude.  You will also see a ‘Roselyn’ East 
Lancs bodied Dennis Trident in St Austell that originally 
ran with ‘First’ in Bristol as their 32714 (W714 RHT), a 
former ‘Plymouth Citycoach’ on driver training duties 
in Newquay and a ‘Stagecoach’ Enviro400 in Bude, 
having completed its long journey from Exeter.  The 
interesting variety of ‘Firstbus’ vehicles, brand new 
buses on ‘Transport for Cornwall’ services and with 
many buses running from ‘Plymouth Citybus’ makes 
this DVD programme fascinating to watch.

VI1782	 Plymouth’s Buses 2020	 £18.00	
Plymouth, Devon’s largest city is situated in  
England’s south west.  It borders on 
Cornwall with the River Tamar separating 
the two counties.  There has always been 
a lot of interest for the bus enthusiast over 
the years.  From the days of Western 
National and Plymouth City Transport through to the 
twenty-first century’s Firstbus, Stagecoach and Go-
Ahead.  A lot has changed since our last DVD 
programme filmed in 2015 that witnessed the end of 
Firstbus in the city.  In 2020 the major players are Go-
Ahead – branded as ‘Plymouth Citybus’ and ‘Go 
Cornwall Bus’ and Stagecoach.  In March 2020 Go-
Ahead won an eight-year contract to run all of Cornwall 
Council’s supported routes.  Over 100 new buses were 
ordered to operate these services, the vehicles being 
mostly Alexander Dennis Enviro200MMC single-
deckers.  However, due to the ongoing coronavirus 
pandemic not all the buses could be delivered so 
‘Plymouth Citybus’ had to supply buses from Plymouth 
to operate some of these new services in Cornwall.

VI1781	 Driving the Breezer	 £18.00
Voted as one of the most scenic bus  
journeys in the United Kingdom, Go South 
Coast’s route 50 that operates between 
Bournemouth and Swanage in Dorset has 
to be at the top of the list.  Where else can 
you have spectacular views from the top 
deck of an open-top bus of the coast and countryside 
with a trip on a ferryboat thrown in for good measure?  
Go South Coast’s ‘morebus’ operate the service with 
a fleet of 12 part-permanent open-top, completely 
convertible open-top and closed top MCV Evoseti 
bodied Volvo B5TL double-deckers.  These buses were 
delivered during 2016 and wear a striking green and 
blue livery.  The closed top buses can be found in the 
summer months on the 40 service that travels over the 
Purbeck hills to Poole.  This DVD programme takes 
you on the ‘50’ as both a driver and upper-deck 
passenger seeing for yourself how this route is up there 
with the best.

VI1780	 Oxford Buses 2020	 £18.00
In August 2020 the Independent Transport  
Videos cameras paid a visit to the historic, 
picturesque city of Oxford to catch up on 
the contemporary bus scene.  Quite a lot 
has happened since our last filming visit 
in 2014.  The main operator is the Oxford 
Bus Company, which is a member of the Go Ahead 
group.  Thames Travel is also part of the group and 
are seen in their two-tone grey ‘Connector’ livery for 
services to Didcot or in their blue and green standard 
livery.  Thames Travel also run the ‘River Rapids’ group 
of services (X38, X39 & X40) in a mainly blue livery.  
The City Sightseeing open-top buses seen are also 
operated by the Oxford Bus Company.   Stagecoach 
operates in the city with some local and interurban 
routes whilst Arriva run into Oxford with their frequent 
280 route from Aylesbury.	

VI1779	 Showbus Flyby 2020	 £18.00	
One of the highlights in the September  
calendar of the UK bus enthusiast is the 
Showbus rally.  Now in its 48th year, its 
appearance in 2020 looked in doubt due 
to the ongoing coronavirus pandemic.  
However, the organisers came up with a 
novel idea to stage the event as a ‘flyby’.  So, on 
Sunday 27th September the buses and coaches would 
be on the road albeit following government guidelines.  
It meant that they would run empty along the A40 road, 
with some vehicles starting at one end in Wheatley, 
just outside of Oxford and at the other end from the 
Beaconsfield M40 Services.  They would all pass 
through High Wycombe where a ‘traders market’ was 
set up in the town’s Market Square and in the High 
Street.  The Independent Transport Videos cameras 
went along to record the event filming the vehicles as 
they passed through High Wycombe and Beaconsfield.

At the same time a fleet of 77 ADL 
Enviro400CBG City double-deckers have been 
introduced with biogas-fuelled Scania N280UD 
chassis.  They carry the new route liveries and are 
seen on this programme.  You will also see the buses 
on the rebranded Bath-Bristol service.  Now called 
‘Aquae’ the ADL Enviro400 MMC bodied Scania 
N250UD double-deckers carry a smart two-tone blue 
livery.  We also see the ‘Metrobus’ buses in action. 
The M1 service is operated by the HCT Group trading 
as Bristol Community Transport, M2 & M3 are operated 
by First West of England.

In early 2020 the world was infected with a  
deadly virus known as coronavirus, 
Covid-19.  In order to control this 
pandemic governments across the world 
including the UK Government imposed a 
so-called ‘lockdown’ to help stop the 
spread of the disease.  This had a major impact on 
the everyday lives of people and of course any 
travelling on public transport.  By the end of May in 
England some travel restrictions were lifted and bus 
travel started to resume, but mostly for key workers 
that needed to travel to and from their workplaces.  
Following government safety guidelines the 
Independent Transport Videos cameras went out to 
record these revised services and to capture the 
strange atmosphere that was once busy streets and 
roads in nine locations along the south coast of 
England radiating out from our studios in Dorset.

The National Tramway Museum is situated 
close to the village of Crich in Derbyshire.  
Established as far back as 1959, the 
museum is on the site of a former mineral 
railway built by George Stephenson in 
1841. Since its establishment the museum 
has grown into a superb attraction featuring many 
buildings and items once found in the streets of Britain, 
some dating back to the Victorian age.  It is evolving all 
of the time and is home to a fantastic collection of 
preserved tramcars, the oldest dating back to the 1880s.  
This DVD programme has been compiled from the 
extensive film and video archive of Independent 
Transport Videos.  None of the footage seen in this 
programme has been published before and it shows 
how the museum site has grown up to the one that we 
can all enjoy in the 21st century. We take you on a 
journey from the 1980s to 2014, filmed over seven visits.

Alexander-Dennis Enviro400XLB bodywork. 63 are 
100-seater buses for city work and 15 are in the smart 
overall blue ‘Airlink’ livery for the express 24/7 service 
between Edinburgh Airport and the city centre and 
seating for 81 passengers.  The ‘city’ buses are in the 
latest livery with ‘Lothiancity’ fleet names. Bus 1125 
(SJ19 OZD) is in a special livery celebrating 100 years 
of buses in Edinburgh and this can been seen at 
Lothalmond. This DVD is split into two parts. The first 
covers the buses around the capital while the second 
part is filmed at the 2019 Open Weekend at Lathalmond.
